The entrance exam is designed to provide a
consistent, reliable, and valid evaluation of
applicants’ English language proficiency. It serves
as a key tool in making transparent and evidence-
based admission decisions by accurately
assessing students’ academic readiness,
language skills, and ability to meet the American
curriculum expectations. This assessment
ensures that students are placed in learning
environments where they can thrive, adapt
smoothly, and receive the necessary support
from the outset. By using this data-driven tool,
the exam also helps the school maintain high
academic standards, promote equity in
admissions, and support students’ success from
the very beginning of their educational journey.

Purpose

The entrance exam aims to evaluate the
applicant’s proficiency in the English language,
along with their readiness and suitability for the
school’s academic environment.

Targeted Grades

Grades 3 -12
Entrance Examination Sections

Section 1: Digital-Based Exam

The exam lasts for 30 minutes. It is scored out of
15 marks and limited to two to three pages. The
Administration Office will provide access to the
test on the school’s digital devices.
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Section 2: Writing Task
The exams last for 15 minutes. It is scored out of
5 marks.

A written task designed to assess grammar,
structure, and creativity. The task is supervised
by the Admissions Committee and graded by the
English Head of Department.

Interview

The interview is conducted by a member of the
Senior Leadership Team and aims to evaluate the
applicant’s communication skills, confidence,
attitude, and overall academic readiness. This
interactive session allows interviewers to gain
deeper insight into the student’s motivation,
critical thinking abilities, discuss the student’s
interests and goals, and suitability for the school
environment.
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
