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1. Introduction

Future International Academy (FIA) recognizes
the crucial role of the Ministry of Education (MoE)
subjects—Arabic Language, Islamic Studies, and
UAE Social Studies—in shaping the cultural
identity, moral values, and linguistic foundations
of young learners. In accordance with ADEK’s KG
MoE Subjects Policy (2025), FIA ensures that all
children from Pre-KG to KG2 are introduced to
structured, developmentally appropriate MoE
subject learning experiences.

This policy ensures that FIA not only complies
with the regulatory requirements but also
strengthens early exposure to the Arabic language
and UAE culture through immersive, engaging,
and age-appropriate pedagogical approaches.
Teachers create nurturing and inclusive learning
environments that help students understand the
identity, heritage, and values of the UAE while
building foundational language and social skills.

2. Purpose

The purpose of this policy is to establish a clear
and comprehensive framework for the
implementation of MoE subjects within the FIA
Kindergarten cycle.

Its objectives are:

e To mandate the structured delivery of
Arabic Language, Islamic Studies, and UAE
Social Studies in KG.

e To ensure alignment with MoE learning
standards and the ADEK regulatory
framework.

e To define specific instructional time
allocations for each MoE subject.

e To ensure that assessment approaches are
developmentally appropriate and
supportive of student learning.

e To promote strong parent engagement,
enabling families to reinforce MoE
learning outcomes at home.

e To ensure that teachers are supported
with continuous professional
development relating to MoE subject
instruction.
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3. Scope

This policy applies to all KG sections at FIA,
including Pre-KG, KG1, and KG2.

[t applies to:

o All teachers delivering Arabic Language,
Islamic Studies, and UAE Social Studies
components.

e Homeroom teachers integrating UAE
Social Studies outcomes into their daily
routines.

e Inclusion teachers supporting children
with additional learning needs.

e School leadership responsible for
ensuring compliance and quality
assurance.

4. Curriculum & Learning Outcomes
FIA ensures that all MoE subjects taught in
kindergarten strictly follow the approved MoE
learning frameworks. These frameworks guide
the expected developmental competencies,
vocabulary sets, learning behaviors, conceptual
understanding, and cultural knowledge
appropriate for early childhood learners.

4.1 Alignment with MoE Learning

Frameworks

All FIA planning documents, including yearly
academic plans, term-based unit plans, and
weekly lesson plans, embed MoE learning
outcomes. Teachers ensure that each outcome is
introduced through interactive, hands-on, and
experiential learning methods that are suitable
for the developmental stage of young learners.

4.2 Curriculum Mapping
FIA develops structured curriculum maps that
ensure learning continuity and progression.
These maps:
e Connect MoE learning outcomes to FIA’s
thematic KG curriculum.
e Specify what learning is introduced,
reinforced, and mastered each term.
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e Include interdisciplinary connections
between homeroom activities and MoE
subjects.

e Provide guidance on teaching methods,
required materials, and assessment
strategies.

4.3 Learning Resources
All instructional materials selected for MoE
subjects are:

e Age-appropriate and culturally aligned.

¢ Richin visuals, stories, sensory tools, and
songs.

e Approved and aligned with ADEK’s
Cultural Consideration Policy.

These include storybooks, manipulatives,
puppets, charts, flashcards, digital resources, and
real-life objects meaningful within the UAE
context.

4.4 Integration of MoE Subjects into FIA

Curriculum
MoE subjects are incorporated into everyday
learning experiences. For example:
e Arabic vocabulary is practiced during
morning routines, centers, and story time.
e UAE Social Studies outcomes are infused
into discussions on family, community
helpers, traditions, national celebrations,
and daily habits.
¢ Islamic values (for Muslim students) are
reinforced during circle time, transitions,
conflict resolution discussions, and school
events.

5. Arabic Language Streams

5.1 Stream Implementation
FIA follows ADEK’s mandated stream allocation:
e Pre-KG: All students are placed in a single
Arabic A immersive stream.
¢ KG1-KG2: Students are placed in Arabic A
or Arabic B based on nationality.
5.2 Stream Switching
Stream changes may only occur under specific
conditions:
e Arab Nationals cannot switch streams
unless supported by a clinical assessment
and approved by ADEK.
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¢ Non-Arab Nationals may switch streams
upon demonstrating proficiency and
receiving school approval.
Teachers carefully monitor progress during and
after switching to ensure smooth and successful
transitions.

5.3 Arabic Intervention Support
FIA provides additional support for students who
require reinforcement, including:

e Vocabulary practice sessions

¢ Pronunciation and phonemic awareness

activities
e Small-group reinforcement
e Multisensory language learning tools

6. Time Allocation

FIA delivers MoE subjects following the exact
instructional minutes mandated by ADEK.

6.1 Arabic Language

¢ 200 minutes weekly (40 minutes daily)

¢ Increasing to 300 minutes weekly by AY

2027/28

Arabic instruction focuses on oral expression,
active vocabulary, letter recognition, phonological
awareness, early writing strokes, and
comprehension.

6.2 Islamic Studies

¢ 90 minutes weekly for Muslim students
Topics include Islamic manners, simple surahs,
duas, stories of prophets, Islamic values, and
understanding basic acts of worship appropriate
for KG level.

6.3 UAE Social Studies
Delivered through daily integration in:
e Storytime
¢ Homeroom lessons
¢ Role-play and centers
¢ Outdoor learning
e UAE national events and cultural days
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7. Teaching & Learning Approach

FIA adopts a holistic, child-centered, play-based
learning philosophy in adherence with ADEK
guidelines.

Teachers use:
¢ Inquiry-based learning centers
¢ Real-life objects and sensory experiences
¢ Role-play and dramatization
e Storybooks, puppets, and visual aids
¢ Songs, rhymes, and movement activities
e Structured conversations and guided
discovery
Arabic teachers use Modern Standard Arabic
(Faseeha) consistently. Homeroom teachers
support MoE subjects by reinforcing vocabulary
and cultural concepts throughout the day.

Collaboration between MoE subject teachers,
homeroom teachers, and inclusion teachers
ensures individualized support and strong
continuity of learning.

8. Assessment
Assessment in KG focuses on observing the child’s
learning journey rather than formal testing.
FIA uses:
e Observational assessments
e Portfolio samples
¢ Play-based assessment tasks
¢ Oral questioning
¢ Developmental checklists aligned to MoE
outcomes

9. Teacher Qualifications
FIA ensures all teachers meet ADEK eligibility
requirements.

Arabic A Teachers:
e Must be native Arabic speakers
¢ Trained in KG pedagogy
Arabic B Teachers:
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¢ May be non-native but must demonstrate
native-level fluency
¢ Trained in additional-language
methodology
I[slamic Studies Teachers:
e Must be Muslim
e Have strong Quran recitation ability
¢ Demonstrate knowledge of MoE Islamic
Studies standards
Teachers maintain professionalism, cultural
sensitivity, and commitment to child
development.

10. Parent Engagement
FIA strongly believes that families play a vital role
in reinforcing MoE subjects at home.

The school provides:

¢ Optional home activities
¢ Translated materials for parents requiring
language support
¢ Open days for parents to participate in KG
classroom activities
e MoE-related events such as Arabic
Language Day, UAE Heritage Month, Book
Fairs, and Islamic Values Week
Parents are encouraged to read stories, practice
vocabulary, and participate in cultural activities
with their children.
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
